NEW BUSINESS

In-House Update
The Rogers association is interested in partnering with ERGYB again this year for the 7-8-9 grade in-house program.  In addition, Big Lake and STMA have expressed interest in joining that partnership.  Motion was made by Theresa Brummer and seconded by Dave Cornelius to explore adding Big Lake and STMA to the 7-8-9 in-house program.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

The board reviewed the in-house rules and pre-games skills.  It was noted that it was important to have the coaches and referees on the same page concerning the pre-game skills contests.  The only rule change that was made was to delete the section that dealt with expelling coaches from the game for repeated violations of the double team rule.  It was noted that scorekeepers can notify the referees if they notice potential violations of the equal play time rules.

A discussion was held regarding ways to advertise the in-house program especially in light of the fact that we will not be allowed to have a table at the elementary and middle school open houses.  The yard signs will be placed at  strategic locations on August 1, 2009.  This will be coordinated by Eric, Dave, Kevin, and Dan.  Other means of advertising will include handing out pencils at the parade, emails, promoting registration during camps, and placing registration information in the upcoming events section of the Star News.

Equipment manager, Eric Hexom, will be soliciting bids for in-house uniforms and equipment.  In addition, he will check on prices on penneys for both in-house and travel practices.

Travel Update
Evaluators – Travel Director, Dave Cornelius, reported that the boys association will provide 4 evaluators for our tryouts and we will reciprocate by providing the same number for their tryouts.  In addition, there will be 3 outside evaluators along with the coach.
Emails will be going out soon and the web site updated concerning travel registration and tryouts.

Camp Updates
Theresa Brummer reported that 40 kids attended the Jay Wolf Shooting Camp.  She indicated that 6-7 coaches also attended.  Feed back from those attending was positive.  ERGYB received $406.00 reimbursement from Jay Wolf.

Brian Gilbertson reported that 45 girls had signed up for the NO LIMITS camp so far.  Last year there were approximately 90 participants.  

Travel Tournament Schedule

Kevin Hidde and Amy Berg reported that they are working on reciprocal agreements with several other associations for sending teams to their tournaments in return for sending teams to our tournament.  It was also reported that the flyers for the MYAS tournament book had been delivered.

On-Line Registration

John Brayden reported that the registration forms for in-house and travel will be ready on Sports Pilot soon and that the link will be placed on the ERGYB web site.

Capital Improvement Update

John Brayden reported that the executive committee had determined to proceed with capital expenditure for replacing scoreboards at VandenBerge (3) and Salk (2).  This was in partnership with the school district, community ed, and the boys association.  ERGYB’s share of the cost was $4,000.  We will be included on the sign indicating our contribution.
