A motion was made by Dave Cornelius to eliminate hard copy distribution of the AntlerNet and only distribute via e-mail and have available on the website.  Seconded by Damian Jenson.  All in favor.  None opposed.  Motion carried.

Damian Jenson made a motion to combine the website coordinator with the presidency job, (this will be added to the president’s job description).  Eric seconded.  All in favor.  None opposed.  Motion carried.  

A motion was made by Eric Hexom to approve the election of officers and board appointed positions for the 2009/2010 board year.  Seconded by Theresa Brummer.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A motion was made by Dave Cornelius and seconded by Damian Jenson to approve the board minutes from both the March 8, 2009 parent’s meeting and the March 17, 2009 board meeting.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT:

Kyloe presented the end of the fiscal year (2009/2010) financial statements for the ERGYBA.  Overall the House program earned income of approximately $2,800 and the Travel program ran a loss of about ($4,700) however the loss includes $1,000 of uniform costs still in inventory.  Overall revenue from our Elk River travel tournament  was down due to the reduction in team participation.  The tournament netted approximately $3,000.  The ERGYBA’s Net Loss for the year was ($6,835.12).  The majority of the loss was related to the funding of the Elk River Varsity Coach.  John Brayden made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Eric Hexom.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried. 

NEW BUSINESS

Jay Wolf Shooting Camp – There will be a Jay Wolf Shooting Camp endorsed by the ERGYBA on June 30th.  This is a one day camp with a morning session for girls and boys in grades 5 through 7 and in the pm for 8th-12th grade.  Each session will be 3 ½ hours and held at Salk.  An e-mail will go out with the time and fee (estimated to be $50 per player).  Theresa Brummer will work with Reed C. to get the flyer distributed at the girl’s high school level.  Information will also be posted on the website and Theresa will be the contact name for questions.  People will be able to call a 1-800 and register using their Visa/MC or send checks to our P.O. Box.  Need 60 participants per session to hold the camp.  Theresa will talk to Jay Wolf regarding the gym expense and any revenue share opportunities.  Theresa will also get an advertisement in the Happenings section of the Elk River Star News.
In House Fees – It was decided that in house fees will remain the same for the 2009-2010 season which is:

· $60 for 1st and 2nd graders

· $80 for remaining participants

We will start accepting registrations on 6/1/09 for in house and travel.  All registration must be done online.  An e-mail will go out reminding parents of registration.  The coaches clinic, team assignments and the referee clinic is scheduled for Saturday September 12th.  In house games start Saturday September 26th.  The mid season Jamboree is tentatively scheduled for the weekend of October 23rd .  The end of the year tournament is scheduled for the weekend of November 20th.
Grade 7th through 9th  - Will plan on doing the same format for 7th through 9th grade house program as last year. 

Yard signs advertising the ERGYBA will go up in August.

Equipment – There have been discussions related to possibly helping to contribute to repair/replace the scoreboard at VandenBerge.  No decision yet, will be discussed at the next board meeting.

Travel – 
Fees 2009-2010 – After much discussion it was decided to leave travel fees consistent with last year at $220 per player.  The average tournament is $200 and each team plays 10 tournaments.  In addition to tournament fees, expenses include gym time, coaches background checks, basketballs, etc.  Damian Jenson made a motion to leave travel fees at $220 for the 2009/2010 travel season.  Tom Reak seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.
Feedback was received on the 2008/2009 season mostly positive, with the biggest complaints being more gym time and an increased focus on fundamentals.  Dave Cornelius is checking into gym availability at other various locations including the Alliance Church, the Becker Field House and the Boys and Girls Club of Elk River.

Summer Activities
No Limit Basketball Camp – To be run by Brian Gilbertson and Reed Caouette.  Dates are set at 8/3-8/6 for 1st and 2nd graders and 7th and 8th graders, 8/10-8/14 for 3rd through 6th grade.  Elk River Girls Basketball will continue to sponsor.  Revenue splits are TBD but will be equitable and the registration fees will run through Brian Gilbertson.

An e-mail will be going out informing parents of summer activities including Strength and Speed and the 10,000 shot and dribbling club.  Information will also be posted on the website. 

Sherburne County Parade – Is scheduled for July 17, 2009.  The ERGYBA will plan on participating in the parade.  Dave is working to secure a truck.  Amy Berg will send in the registration.
