Approval of Minutes
After a review of the minutes, Jerry Mathis made a motion to approve the minutes, Tom Reak seconded.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion Carried.  It was noted that Godfather’s Pizza has changed to Best Value Pizza.

Treasurer’s Report

Mark Person discussed the report and gave some background to the travel parents present.  Registration fees will remain the same.  The invitational was a success this year, allowing us to keep costs down.  He noted we paid the 9th grade B coach so 9th graders can get play time.  The skills coach is paid as well.  Approximately $20,000 goes towards travel tournaments.  There was about $1500 in equipment purchases this year.   Maegan Caouette made a motion to accept Treasurer’s report.  Vicki Hendricks seconded.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion carried.  

Travel Update

Brian reported on the travel update.  Kristi Waite from Community Ed discussed options for the designated gym space that is under Community Ed.  They can organize a junior high basketball league in place of the skills training if the board was interested.  There would be a charge of $100-125 per player, practice 3-4 times per week and 1 game per week.  The board will consider and let her know.   

Brian went through the end of the season summary.  The Brainerd tournament was also discussed.  Next year MSF will likely not conflict with Rochester.  He heard mixed things.  We will consider other options.  

The skills training was a success.  Suggestions were to limit the training more to skills over scrimmaging and running.  

Travel Parent Feedback
The meeting was opened to parent feedback on the travel season.  Comments were made that while at a younger age we should try not to cut, some players are simply not ready for travel and should be placed in the in-house program.  Other parents raised concerns with the 7B season, stating that the team should have been placed in C tournaments and that it should be considered for this team next year.  

Travel parent nominations for openings on the Board were the following:  Roger Rands, Kirt O’Konek, Mark Person (for 2nd term), Chris Johnson and Melanie Plautz.  The following three were selected for the Board:  Mark Person, Chris Johnson and Melanie Plautz.

Summer Activities

Brian and Reid Caouette will be doing the No Limits camp again this summer with the same format.  The Board also decided to again participate in the Sherburne County parade.  We will also continue to encourage the 10,000 shot and 1000 minute club.  Sheila suggested that we incorporate a required amount of freethrows in the 10,000 shot club.

Joe Krieg is planning a summer basketball camp, Northern Blitz, grades 4-9 and will be fundamental based.  The website will also include Arrowoood camp, but the site will be limited to known camps and opportunities.

Other Business

John reported that he notified Big Lake of the Board’s decision against joining their in-house program with ours.  

John also discussed a news article with Bruce Strand on youth associations.
