Travel Update – Mark Pederson

Camps

Election of New Board Members

A motion was made by Rick Stoll to reverse the ERGYB policy and amend the By-Laws for a board member that would be willing to continue to serve on the ERGYB even after serving 2 3-year terms.  After a discussion on this subject, the board members present voted.

The vote was tied 5 yes and 5 no votes, thus the motion did not carry.

Q& A Session

For those parents that remained at the meeting, there were some questions and issues brought up to the board and included discussion on the following subjects:

Q - The Zimmerman uniforms – What happens to the left over uniforms?

A - All of the returned uniforms will be held for the 8th graders returning for the 2007-2008 season (to ensure they have the same style)

A. - The 5th – 7th grade players will need to purchase new uniforms.

Q. - Zimmerman Elementary – Will this facility ever be used as a practice option?  Seems there would be more gym space if we were able to use this school.

A. - Kevin Hidde will discuss this with Community Ed.

Splitting the Elk River and Zimmerman Programs

This subject brought up many items of discussion.  Eventually the program will be split, as more girls come out for the sport; however, the board isn’t sure when this will happen.

Q. – Why were there two ER/Zim split team?

A. - This was a special situation this season, as the board members didn’t want to cut any of the girls that tried out, and this will probably be a case-by-case yearly basis.

Discussion:

Some of the parents felt the teams should have been limited, and that the girls should have been cut and folded back into the house program.

Other parents; however, felt their daughter benefited from being on the mixed team, and having played will be helpful for next year.

Other parents don’t want to see mixed teams in the future.  The board will have to determine this based on the number of girls at tryouts.  It is the policy of the board to do community based teams whenever possible, and that will continue.

Q. - Why can’t the in-house season be extended through the older years?

A. – There are simply not enough numbers.

Q. – Will there be changed in the tryouts for next season?

A. – The board has been looking at this, as there has been lots of feedback from parents.  Possible ideas are, having outside evaluators come in, which could be both good and bad results. 

Another idea is to have the 8th grade coaches from this season help out as evaluators.

There are other options / ideas that the board will be looking into prior to conducting the travel tryouts for next season.
