PROPOSAL FOR ZIMMERMAN TO ESTABLISH THEIR OWN ASSOCIATION
Randy Klopp presented a proposal that would establish a Zimmerman Girls Basketball Association, separate from the Elk River Girls Youth Basketball Association.  The proposal contained information that players from Zimmerman had accounted for 30 to 35% of the total players in the in-house and travel programs of ERGYB over the last 3 to 5 years, and that 33.3% of ERGYB’s existing account balances would be a fair settlement  along with the Zimmerman Travel Bags and balls.  The proposal also contained information on the costs of establishing a new association.  The proposal also indicated that the new Zimmerman association would like to continue to send teams to be part of the ERGYB in-house program.   
Motion was made by Randy Klopp and seconded by Rich Bond as follows:

If on or before June 15, 2007, all Zimmerman area members of this board, who specifically are or will be Randy Klopp, Rich Bond, Rick Stoll, Dustin Bright, and Rhonda J. Magnussen (hereinafter “Zimmerman Board Members”) incorporate, form, or join a corporation or organization for the purpose of promoting the playing of amateur basketball for female school youth in the Zimmerman school attendance area which qualifies as charitable or other tax-exempt organization under 26U.S.C.A. §170(c)(2) and 26U.S.C.A. §501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, then ERGYBA shall pay and transfer to the above-defined charitable or other tax-exempt organization the sum of Sixteen Thousand Two Hundred Twenty-Seven Dollars and 49/100 ($16,227.49) and the Zimmerman travel bags and basketballs.
Immediately upon payment of the above stated amount and transfer of the travel bags and basketballs by the ERGYBA as set forth above, the five Zimmerman Board Members shall submit their immediate resignations from the Board of Directors of the ERGYBA pursuant to Minn. Stat.§ 317A.221.

After healthy discussion, the motion was amended to read as follows:

If on or before June 15, 2007, all Zimmerman area members of this board, who specifically are or will be Randy Klopp, Rich Bond, Rick Stoll, Dustin Bright, and Rhonda J. Magnussen (hereinafter “Zimmerman Board Members”) incorporate, form, or join a corporation or organization for the purpose of promoting the playing of amateur basketball for female school youth in the Zimmerman school attendance area which qualifies as charitable or other tax-exempt organization under 26U.S.C.A. §170(c)(2) and 26U.S.C.A. §501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, then ERGYBA shall pay and transfer to the above-defined charitable or other tax-exempt organization the sum of Fifteen Thousand dollars ($15,00.00) and six Zimmerman travel bags and 30 basketballs.

Immediately upon payment of the above stated amount and transfer of the travel bags and basketballs by the ERGYBA as set forth above, the five Zimmerman Board Members shall submit their immediate resignations from the Board of Directors of the ERGYBA pursuant to Minn. Stat.§ 317A.221.

The vote was conducted by ballot.  The motion passed unanimously.

Meeting Adjourned

Motion to adjourn meeting made by Rich Bond and seconded by Damian Jenson.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.
