APPROVAL OF MINUTES

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kyloe Evert.  To date, we have received approximately $7,000 for In house registration fees.  We have also received various invoices as follows:  $2,000 for the in house shorts and shirts, $1,200 for new basketballs and mesh bags and the storage shed invoice.  To date, we have paid $11,670 in travel tournament fees.  We still have to pay for the Rochester tournament which is approximately $400 per team.  As of the end of August our balance is $22,336.20.

Our participation in the in house program has increased this year compared to last year, (28 teams this year vs. 21 teams last year.)  In addition we had a strong turnout of coaches for the coach’s clinic.
Tables at the elementary and middle school’s open houses were very successful.  We received several registrations on the spot that we feel we would not have received otherwise because of the quickly approaching deadline.   We plan on participating in the future at these events because of its success.  One item that could be improved is to have tryout times and location information available on the hand out sheet vs. TBD.

Games – Because of our increased number of teams this year, we will add additional game times.  Therefore Saturday games will start at 8:00am (4 games being played at once) and the last game will start at 12:30pm.  
Mid-season jamboree will be held on Saturday only, October 13th.  Every team will play two games.  

End of Season tournament – Will be bracket form. 

Discussions continue with ZAGBA regarding the in house program.

It was decided that magnet school participants that live outside the Elk River school area but attend Salk, will be able to participate in the in house program as long as they are not on a travel team from their home address area.
Referees – Sixteen referees participated in the referee clinic.  It is anticipated that additional individuals will be available.

A special thanks goes to Dan Haack and Eric Hexom for all their time and effort that went into the in house program.  It is greatly appreciated.
Grade 7-9 In House update

TRAVEL
The tournament schedule has been finalized except for the Rochester tournament which Damian is working on.  Once the Rochester tournament information is finalized, the schedule will be ready for distribution.

Elk River tournament – We are beginning to receive team participant registrations for the Elk River tournament.  To date we have approximately 17 teams committed, which is about the same place we were last year at this time.  Brian Lewis has sent a letter to all participants who participated last year reminding them of the tournament.  

Board Shirts – Board shirts will be ordered for the new members:  Amy Berg, Kyloe Evert and Janet Cotton.

Coach’s shirts – Eric Hexom will order travel coaches shirts once quantity and sizes are known.

Other

Any coach not agreeing to the check or if the background check comes back unfavorable, that individual will be removed from any coaching responsibilities.
