Approval of Minutes

After a review of the 9/10/09 minutes, Brian Gilbertson made a motion to approve the minutes, Vicki Hendricks seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion Carried.  Damian Jenson made a motion to approve the 9/13/09 minutes, Kevin Hidde seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Mark Person presented the Treasurer’s report including the income statement.  The majority of expenses currently being incurred related to the processing fees associated with registration on Sports Pilot.  In addition, a donation was made for the new scoreboard at Salk Middle School.  We are trying to get a sign up near the scoreboard to recognize the ERGYBA for their contribution.  Our current income is approximately $22k however this relates to all registration fees before major expenses have been subtracted out.  

DVD’s for the Read and React offense have arrived.  Mark to hand off to Brian and Brian will create the procedures to check out.

Last year the ERGYBA agreed to pay for the 9B coach so if there is no team this year, the association will not incur this expense.  Brian Gilbertson made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

In House Update

Dan Haack provided an in house update.  Currently we are three weeks into the season with double header games yesterday.  All is going well.  Comments have been received on referees needing to blow their whistle louder and determine possession quicker.  One possibility to improve on refs is to have MYAS come to Elk River and teach a referee clinic which would allow the referees to become certified.  (This would allow the referees to officiate MYAS games. )    

All background checks have been done except for the 7th – 9th grade in house.  Each background check costs $16.  Background checks are being done on both head and assistant coaches.  

Dan will order trophies from Rosey’s in Zimmerman for end of season tournament and for the 7th-9th grade in house play-offs.  Estimated cost is about $1,500.

Travel Update

Dave Cornelius is going to attend a practice for each travel team and hold the parent’s meeting having parents and players sign the code of conduct forms.  Travel coaches still need to fill out the background check forms.  If they completed a form for in house, they do not need to complete another for the travel season.

Reed Caouette is planning on doing a clinic for the travel players sometime around the x-mas break.  He also mentioned that players can watch the varsity practice if it is scheduled in advance.

4th Grade Travel – John Brayden will send an e-mail telling parents about 4th grade travel to get an idea of how many players are interested.  Currently, it is anticipated that we will have two teams but the decision will be based on the number of players interested.
 
Currently planning to have tryouts for the 4th grade travel team on 11/22 at 1:00pm to 3:00pm and results will be posted that evening.  Theresa Brummer to confirm location, VandenBerge Middle School is the preference.  John Brayden will open registration on the web now and it will close on Friday 11/20.  The fee will be $110 per player for 5 tournaments.  The ERGYBA will loan uniforms to the players this year since the association currently has used uniforms in stock.  At some point in time when the existing uniforms wear out, the 4th grade team will be required to purchase uniforms.

Coach’s selection for the 4th grade travel team will be on 11/8.  John Brayden to send out application.  Applications will need to be returned to Dave Cornelius by 10/30/09.  

Theresa Brummer made a motion to close travel tryouts to the public, (including parents) beginning with the 4th grade travel tryouts for the 2009-2010 season and forward.  The travel director or director appointed board member will be present at tryouts.  Tom Reak seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.  Tom Reak will look for outside evaluators as a possibility to help improve travel evaluations.

Elk River Tournament

Amy Berg provided an update on the Elk River tournament.   Currently there are 42 teams not including Elk River signed up for the tournament.  The location will be Elk River on Saturday and Rogers High School on Sunday.  

 
Other Business


Equipment needs –  Eric purchased 25 Reebok balls from MYAS at $28.50 per ball.  Dave Cornelius made a motion to purchase 15 additional balls at $28.50 in order to complete all travel bags with similar equipment.  Theresa Brummer seconded.  All in favor, None opposed.  Motion carried.

Eric will get shirt sizes from the travel coaches and will place an order.
 
On October 24th at the midseason house tournament, Eric will be selling travel uniforms to players who need them.  Pictures for some travel teams will also take place on this day.

10,000 shot club/1,000 minute dribbling – Several forms were returned, T-shirts will be made using the same artwork as last year.
 
Insurance – The annual premium for the insurance on the storage locker contents is due.  The fee is $303.  Mark Person will send the check.
