APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Brian Lewis and seconded by Damian Jenson to approve the December 9th, 2007 meeting minutes.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kyloe Evert.  As of 12/31/07, the ERGYB cash balance was 43,182.35, however there are still many outstanding invoices to be paid related to the Elk River travel tournament.  A more complete recap will be provided at the March board meeting. 
A motion was made by Dave Cornelius, and seconded by Mark Pederson to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Travel Update
Request for refund – A request for a refund of travel fees was made, however, our policy clearly states that if an individual is selected for a travel team and chooses not to participate a refund will not be granted.  A motion was made by Mark Pederson to remain consistent with the policy and deny the refund request.  The motion was seconded by Kevin Sweet.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried. 
MYAS – The deadline for the state tournament entrance is 1/25/07.  A report card verifying grade will need to be sent in with the registration for all those not currently in the MYS database.  Damian and Dave will get information to the coaches for completion prior to the deadline.

There has been some discussion in starting a travel league for 4th grade after the in house season.  This will be discussed further at the next meeting.

Elk River tournament 
There are 54 teams registered for the tournament.  The tournament will be played at Salk, Vandenberg and the Elk River High school.  (At the time of the board meeting, it was decided to play some of the Saturday, January 12th games at Lincoln because of a swim meet at Vandenberg, however subsequent to the meeting it was discovered the swim meet had been moved, so Lincoln was not used and those games were played at Vandenberg.)

All other board members will be at the various sites working during the tournament.

The rules will be consistent with previous tournaments including 14 minute halves.  The  trainer will be available throughout the tournament and will be stationed at Salk.

T-shirts and trophies will be provided to the 1st place team of each division.  Trophies will go to the 2nd and 3rd place and consolation winners, if applicable.  The T-shirt is to celebrate the 25th anniversary of the Elk River Tournament.  T-shirts were also provided to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners of the free throw and 3-point contests.

The referees were contracted for all games.  Cost per game is $50.  T-shirts were produced by R&D at $7 per shirt.  Amy will pick up this week.  Related to concessions, Damian will provide ice for the coolers, Eric will be buying the food.  Team parents will sign up to work the event either for gate or concessions.  Concessions at ERHS will be handled by DECA, volunteers will cover Salk and Vandenberg and the ERHS gate.  Gate fee is $5 per adult per day and $3 dollars per child and senior.  
Dave will pick up a 2nd popcorn machine (rental) on Friday.  Popcorn will be priced at $1.  Eric will be buying 4 Commercial coolers at approximately $30 a piece for the beverages.  Personal coolers will be used as back up.  Set up for Salk and Vandenberg will be on Friday night.

Score keeping will be provided by the ERHS girl’s basketball team.  Lunch will be provided for the score and time keepers, (i.e. hotdog, pop/water). 
As a thank you for the ERHS girl’s basketball team for donating their time to run the score book and clock, a motion was made by Dave Cornelius to donate $1,000 to the Buck Boosters.  This was seconded by Damian Jenson.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion carried.
Commercial extension cords (code approved) have been ordered for the concession stand’s heavy appliances.  If they are not here in time for the tournament, the Fire Marshall will lend us his.

OTHER  

The ERGYB Board has been notified that the storage unit currently rented needs to be vacated by 5/1/08 because the property it resides on has been sold.

Dave Cornelius has an option within his work facility on York Street that could be rented.  It would be a long term lease, approximately 5 years or longer at $500 a year.  The board will consider all options before making a decision.  Mark Pederson will update the board at one of the upcoming meetings.
