Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Dave Cornelius and seconded by Eric Hexom to approve the May 4th meeting minutes with an amendment to the minutes to update the travel try out dates to accurately reflect the correct dates and times.  All in favor none opposed. Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kyloe Evert.  Two referee checks were reissued.  The  ERGYB banking has been fully transitioned to the Bank of Elk River.  At the next meeting we will review ending balances, etc.
A motion was made by Damian Jenson and seconded by Dave Cornelius to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

Camp Update
Turn out for the summer camp offered through ERGYBA and hosted by Reed Cauotte was strong with about 50 participants in total.  For 3rd to 5th grade there were 26 players and 24 for 6th – 8th.  Approximate revenue was $2,500 with expense estimated at $1,000 (gym rental and t-shirts).  The remaining $1,500 income will be split, $375 to Reed, $750 to the Bucket Boosters and $375 to ERGYBA.

Reed is interested in offering another camp in August.  Brian Gilbertson is also interested in conducting a camp so we discussed the possibility of combining the camp with Brian instructing the 1st -4th grade and Reed instructing the 5th – 8th grade.  The possible times proposed were 8/11 – 8/21, 2 times a week; M-W 6:00pm-7:30 for 1st and 2nd graders and Tu-Th for 3rd and 4th graders from 6:00pm to 7:30pm.  5th – 8th grade would be from 7:30pm to 9:00pm.

Brian will talk to Reed and update the board at the next meeting.

Parade

The ERGYBA will host a parade float at the Sherburne County parade on Friday, July 18th.  Players will be invited to wear their shirts and walk/ride on the float.  Each child will be asked to bring a bag of candy to pass out and to bring water to drink.  The drop off and pick up will be at the same location, (still to be determined by the parade organizers).  Line up time will be 5:30pm.  Kevin Hidde will e-mail the permission form to existing players in the program.  Registration information for the in house program will be displayed on the float.
Online Registration

There will be online registration this year through Sports Pilot.  The fees will be increased $10 for the house program to cover additional expenses as approved at last month’s meeting.  Kevin Hidde will review the registration form with Dan Haack (In-house Director) before posting online.
New Logo for the House Program – Amy Berg is working on a new logo for the In house T-shirts that will include the number on the front as well as the back.  More to come at the next meeting.

Travel

For the 2008-2009 season, there will be 10 tournaments for all levels.  Fees will be consistent for all levels.  Dave Cornelius made a motion to increase travel fees for the 2008-2009 season to $220 for all grades.  Eric Hexom seconded.  All in favor.  None Opposed.  Motion carried.

4th Grade Travel

A decision will be made midseason of the house program once possible interest is identified.  If ERGYBA sponsors a 4th grade travel team, it will be handled the same way as the other levels with coach applications and the opportunity for players to try out if they desire.  Most likely the travel season will be a total of 5 tournaments including the state tournament.  The season would start in January, after the house season has been completed.

Elk River Tourney
Information sheet needs to be into the MYAS by 7/14 to be in the tournament book.  Amy Berg to handle.  Tourney is January 10th and 11th, 2009.  T-shirts will be provided for the three-point and free throw contests.  Trophies will be provided for the winning teams.
Capital Improvements
Eric updated the board on pricing if we were to purchase a portable electronic scoreboard.  The cost to purchase is $620.  Also, if the decision is made to purchase a popcorn machine for tournaments instead of renting, the price is about $500 vs. $40 rental fee per time.  No decisions will be made until a thorough review of the ERGYBA funds availability review is completed.

Antler Net

A mailing will be produced during the 1st week of July.  Dave Cornelius (Travel Director) and Dan Haack (In House Director) will submit an article to Kevin Hidde by June 30th, to be included in the Antler Net publication.

Other Business

Related to the 10,000 shot club, for next year, we will consider a scaled back program for the younger kids who would like to participate.
