NEW BUSINESS

In-House Update

Registration forms – Going forward, conflicts will be a mandatory field on the online registration form.  We will work with conflicts but can not guarantee resolution for all conflicts.  Height and years of experience will also be mandatory fields.
Travel 
Dan Haack has been selected as the coach for the 4th grade A travel team.  A discussion occurred on the number of 4th grade travel teams to be created, given 26 players tried out.  Theresa Brummer made a motion to have three 4th grade travel teams with the A team carrying 8 players and the two remaining teams carrying 9 each.  Amy Berg seconded the motion.  7 in favor, 2 opposed, motion carries.
Elk River Tournament
This year’s registration for teams participating in the Elk River tournament is lower than anticipated.    Approximately 30 teams including the Elk River teams have registered.  Due to the decrease in registration, only VandenBerge Middle School and the Elk River High School will be used for the tournament.  Some of the outstanding items to be completed include:  Eric Hexom to get badges for the coaches out of the equipment locker, Dave Cornelius and Kevin Hidde to secure book and clock help from the Elk River High School girl’s team, Amy Berg to get trophies.  With assistance from Kevin Hidde and Dave Cornelius, Eric Hexom will secure volunteer parents for the VandenBerge concession stand.  Amy Berg to order T-shirts for the tournament shooting competition.  Amy Berg o contact DECA for the Senior High concessions.  Amy Berg to get brackets created and Brian Gilbertson will get enlarged.
