Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Eric Hexom and seconded by Amy Berg to approve the September 14th, 2008 meeting minutes.  All in favor none opposed. Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kevin Hidde.  As of September 30, 2008 the balance in the checking account was 26,578.68, and the savings account had a balance of 30,513.01.  The increased volume in the checking account is due to several checks written for travel tournament fees that have not cleared.  Kyloe is working on reconciling refunds through Sports pilot for those players signed up for both house and travel.  
The mid season tournament concessions took in $1,081.47 in revenue; this does not include Cost of Goods Sold.  Twenty-eight travel uniforms were sold at $70 per uniform for a total of $1,960.

A motion was made by Eric Hexom and seconded by John Brayden to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

In-House Update

Mid-season tournament update:  Overall the mid-season tournament went very well.  Board members received both complaints and compliments on the referees.  Mark Person will review with the younger referees reminding them to blow their whistle and take charge as the referee.  He will also attempt to partner the younger referees with the more experienced.

Next year, we will clarify in the rules that all jewelry and barrettes, (including newly pierced ears) will have to be removed.  In addition, the rules will also include that only 6 kids are in the box for free throws and no player can be in the bottom box.

Kevin Hidde will include the roster sheet template for coaches on the website. 

End of Season tournament:  Trophies will be provided at the year end tournament as follows:

· Participation trophies – All levels
· 1st, 2nd & 3rd place trophies for the individual skills competition including lay-ups, free throws and dribbling for 1st through 6th grade.

· 1st, 2nd , 3rd and consolation trophies will be provided for the tourney teams – 3rd through 6th grade
· 1st place trophy for the team skills competition for 3rd through 6th grade.

For the 7th through 9th grade in house, there are a total of 5 teams, 3 from Elk River and 2 teams from Rogers.

Travel 
Parents meeting went well; basic expectations were explained for players, parents and coaches.  All head coaches except one participated in the coach’s clinic.

Team pictures.  Travel team pictures will be done by Sports Star Photography at the end of season in house tourney, which is the weekend before Thanksgiving, 11/22/08 at Salk.  There are 11 teams.
Adopt a Team:  The Elk River Varsity coach would like to recognize the in house/travel teams, by having them come to an  ER Girl’s Varsity home game to be recognized at halftime.  A few teams will be selected for each home game.  Kevin Hidde will talk to Reed (ERGVB coach) to have each player’s name read and to call the team onto the court to get more involvement.

4th Grade travel team:  ERGYB Association is planning on creating a 4th grad travel team.  Kevin HIdde will send an e-mail to the 4th grade parents to see if there is interest.  Coach’s interviews will be at the board meeting on 11/9 for all those interested.  Tryouts are tentatively scheduled for the 1st week in December (12/2 & 12/4).  Registration would be online only and the 1st tournament for this travel team would be the Elk River invitational on January 10th and 11th.  Basket height is 10ft.
Brian Gilbertson made a motion to establish a 4th grade travel program after the in-house season concludes.  Amy Berg seconded.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

Elk River travel tournament – Due to inconsistent scheduling of other travel tournaments during the same weekend as the Elk River tournament, team participation is projected to decline.  At this point we are forecasting to be about 20 teams short.  All board members are responsible for getting the word out and encouraging other teams to participate.  In addition, Kevin Hidde will talk to Damian and have him contact the organizers of the tournaments ERGYB is participating in to encourage participation in our tournament.

10,000 shot club – There were approximately 8-10 players who participated in the 10,000 shot challenge.  Eric Hexom is working on getting the T-shirts and these individuals will be honored at the half time of an Elk River Girl’s Varsity Basketball Game. 

Election of New Board Members:  At the end of the season house tournament, November 22, 2008 an election will be held for 1 new board member.  Another board member will be elected during the travel season. 
Equipment Update:  Related to the 4th grade travel team, Eric Hexom will verify the availability of used uniforms currently in storage for the 4th grade team since their season will be significantly shorter than the other travel teams.  Their season will be 5 tournaments and the fee to participate is $110.

Dave Cornelius has selected the travel team coaching shirts which will be black and white.  

Oversized new player shorts currently in inventory will be traded in for smaller sizes.  A restocking fee will apply.  Eric recently ordered 30 new basketballs for program use and will also be ordering a few additional basketballs as needed.
