Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Damian Jenson and seconded by John Brayden to approve the August 10, 2008 meeting minutes.  All in favor none opposed. Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kyloe Evert.  The balance in the checking account as of August 31 was 21,351.25, the savings account has a balance of 30,463.40.  Checks for the travel tournament entry fees will be mailed out this week.  The latest numbers from Sports Pilot showed 160 online registrations.  
The final numbers for the ERGYB sponsored camp, put on by Reed Caouette in June showed revenue of $2505.00 and expenses of $510.00.  The balance was divided among Reed Caouette, the Bucket Boosters and ERGYB at the agreed upon percentages.  
A motion was made by Dave Cornelius and seconded by Eric Hexom to approve the Treasurer’s Report.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

In-House Update

In-House Coordinator, Dan Haack informed the board that team assignments for the In-House league were completed on Saturday, September 6.  There are six 1st and 2nd grade teams, ten 3rd and 4th grade teams, six 5th and 6th grade teams, and three 7th and 8th grade teams.  Total numbers are as follows:

Travel

Motion was made by Dave Cornelius and seconded by Damian Jenson to rescind the previously enacted policy that required all travel parents to pay a $100 deposit to ensure that they help at the Elk River Invitational.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion carried.
Travel Tournament Schedule
Damian Jenson handed out the tournament schedule for the travel teams.  These will be given to the travel coaches and eventually posted on the website.  Damian also informed the board that a block of rooms has been reserved at a Guesthouse Inn and Suites for the Rochester Tournament.

Tournament Director, Amy Berg, reported that 10 teams have indicated they will be participating in the Elk River Tournament.  Amy will be contacting teams that played last year.
Camp Update
Brian Gilbertson gave an update on the “No Limits” girls’ basketball camp he conducted in August.  Participant  numbers were:
