Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Damian Jenson and seconded by Dan Haack to approve the July 13th, 2008 meeting minutes.  All in favor none opposed. Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT:

The treasurer’s report was reviewed by Kyloe Evert.  The balance in the checking account is 7,663.59, the savings account has a balance of 30,412.29.  Kyloe is working with Sports Pilot regarding the reconciliation for online registrations.  
Kyloe Evert made a motion to open a safe deposit box for ERGYBA for critical association documents, (i.e. bylaws, articles of incorporation, etc.) along with checks held for deposit from the coaches and parents.  The annual rental fee for the box would be around $50.  Motion was seconded by Dave Cornelius.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

In-House Update

The proposed rule sheet was distributed by Dan Haack.  The changes to the rules this year include:

· 30 seconds between periods vs. 1 minute.

· For 1st and 2nd grade, players will now pick up defensively at the hash mark lines instead of the half court lines.

· For 5th and 6th grade we will only allow a full court press during the last 2 periods.

· Stop the clock for free throws during the game for 3rd thru 6th grade.  If this causes time constraints, we will reassess this change at mid-season.

· Defense will be clarified; person to person but you can help out, (switch players).

· The substitution rule will be clarified.

· Only 1 coach will be allowed to stand during the game.
A motion was made by Dave Cornelius to approve the new rules.  Seconded by Eric Hexom.  All in favor none opposed.  Motion carried. 

Open House:  ERYBA Board Members are planning to attend the school open houses where possible to advertise the ERGYB program.
